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occupancy level had been reviewed and a small number of teaching rooms 

removed from the timetable.  Other mitigations included the face coverings 

policy and the general guideline that teaching events of more than 35 people 

be online. 

34.10 Regarding minute 31.2: work with Darwin Building users to reach an 

acceptable short-term and long-term solution to the basement flooding 

problem. It was reported that the issue had been included in a consultant’s 

commission report associated with a flood risk paper.  It was added that the 

solution would not be quick or simple.
